Narrative Text Cards
Objective

Students will identify important information in a narrative text to determine meaning.

Materials

« Short narrative text

« Prepared cards (see handout)
« Pocket chart (or similar)

Overview
Provide explicit instruction in narrative text features and how to use before-, during-, and
after-reading strategies to unlock meaning.

Activity
Place the green cards in a pocket chart.
Select a card, read it aloud, and ask a student to respond. Repeat as time allows.

Place the yellow cards in the pocket chart.

Begin reading the text.
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During reading, select a yellow card, read it aloud, and ask a student to respond. Repeat as
time allows.

. After reading, place the red cards in the pocket chart.
1. Select ared card, read it aloud, and ask a student to respond. Repeat as time allows.

8. After modeling and practicing several times, have students complete the activity inde-
pendently, with a partner, or in a small group.
